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What Works at Forres Sandle Manor

v" We work on the principle that the methods of teaching used for children with
specific learning difficulties are methods that are good for all children.

v" We have abandoned subject teacher IEPs and have adopted a system that targets
are now set for every child in the school.

v Each teacher in the school receives and handbook with a summary of each
‘Learning Centre’ child’s strengths, weaknesses and recommendations. This
information is also available on Schoolbase. The handbook contains information
about readability scales, ideas for supporting children with SpLD in the classroom
and how to spot a child who is struggling and what to do about it.

v Every year, our whole staff takes part in workshops aimed at learning styles,
differentiation tasks, creative teaching or about SpLD specifically.

v' We identify all our six-year-olds who are at risk of reading delay and give them an
intensive, phonics based course of 26 individual lessons.

v" We run guided reading and formal spelling classes for year groups 3-6 alongside our
classroom teachers to allow those children who are weak in literacy skills to have
additional, targeted skills-based instruction.

v" We teach in mixed ability classes until year 6 when classes are set for maths.

v Those children, for whom CE maths will not be a realistic target, can enter our
‘WESSEX’ group. This allows them to build confidence and skills. The Wessex paper
devised by our former head of maths is now accepted by our local Senior Schools
and has been adopted by ISEB.

v" The children can have as many lessons one-to-one as they need (with an additional
charge) and in-class support if necessary.

v' We use outside agencies for EP, SALT, OT and
counselling.

v" We run study skills classes in Year 7 and 8 using their %
curriculum to teach methods for revision and exam
technique. FSM
